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Triple B Horses, agent for the above named stallion, will herein be referred to as Breeder. This service is engaged and subject to the following:

1.  Fees: A booking fee of $150 from the above Live Cover breeding fee is payable with this contract and the balance of $100 plus all unpaid expenses will be payable before mare leaves the farm. Once a mare has been examined by the Breeder the booking fee is considered earned and is not refundable. The Breeder requires an advance notice when the Mare Owner wishes to remove his mare(s) from the farm. The mare (and foal, if applicable) shall be released only upon payment in full of all outstanding invoices, including those from any other contracted services and the attending veterinarian.

3. Requirements: A photo-static copy of the registration papers (both sides) shall be sent to the Breeder with this contract and booking fee. A veterinarian’s health certificate, uterine culture, worming and immunization records, and a current Coggins test (within 6 months) shall accompany the mare. If these are not presented upon a mare’s arrival, the Breeder shall have the attending veterinarian make proper tests and evaluations at the Mare Owner’s expense.

4. Soundness: Mare owner agrees each mare offered for breeding shall be in sound breeding condition and free from any infection or disease. Any mare certified by the attending veterinarian not to be in sound breeding condition shall not be bred. Mare owner may substitute another mare within the same breeding season.  Do not offer your mare for breeding if she is not broodmare sound, free from disease and any infections.  You will be financially responsible for damages to the breeder if stallions contract a disease or infection from your mare.

5. Replacements: Should the above named stallion die or become unfit for service, the mare owner may breed the mare to another stallion standing at the Breeders facility that is agreed to by both the Mare Owner and Breeder.

6. Settling: The Breeder agrees to diligently try to settle the above named mare and shall have sole discretion of determining the best method of breeding such mare. If, however, the mare does not settle, the Breeder shall be held harmless. 

7. Live Foal Guarantee: Live foal means the foal shall stand and nurse. It is understood that if the mare proves barren, aborts her foal, or if foal is stillborn, a return season will be guaranteed for the following year only, providing proper notification is given. Proper notification shall be defined as follows: Written certification by a licensed veterinarian within seven days that the mare has slipped or produced a non-viable foal. Mare Owner certifies that such abortion or death did not result from any act or omission of the Owner subsequent to the mare’s departure from Breeder. 

8.  Rebreeds: Third year rebreeds are subject to an additional booking fee plus any increases in the breeding fee. No live foal guarantee on third year rebreeds.

9. Season: The breeding season in force for this contract shall begin February 25 and close as the stallion owner sees fit.  Any variation of these dates is to be determined by the stallion manager.

10. Breeders Cert: A breeders certificate will be issued to the Mare Owner after all expenses, including damages, have been paid in full and upon notification of a live birth & photos of the resulting foal.

11. Waiver of Liability: It is understood that the breeding farm, it’s owners, employees, and guests shall not be liable for any injury, escape, disability or death of any horse on it’s premises. WARNING – Under North Carolina law (chapter 99E, General Statutes) an equine activity sponsor or equine professional is not liable for an injury to or the death of a participant in equine activities or the equine, resulting exclusively from the inherent risks of equine activities.

12. Signature & Authorizations: The signing of this contract entitles Breeder to charge 12% annual interest on all past due invoices. Past due billing is defined as those amounts not paid within 30 days of invoicing.  The signing of this document and payment of the booking fee shall be considered a binding contract and both parties agree to the terms and conditions of this contract.  This document authorizes the stallion manager to attempt to breed the owner’s mare on at least 3 separate tries during her 5 day stay.   

13.  Counterparts & Facsimiles: This contract is executed in 2 parts, with the original staying with the stallion owner, and one copy to the mare owner.  This contract may be transmitted via facsimile, and it is understood by both parties involved the facsimile signatures will be binding.

14. Color: Paint Color Guarantee (foal splashed with white), if applicable, per additional addendum: Rebreed only with a $50 chute fee. Color Guarantee (any color produced except a sorrel / chestnut), if applicable, per additional addendum. Rebreed only with a $50 chute fee.

15.  Mare Care:  Care for the Mare will be determined as follow: If the Mare owner provides enough feed and hay for her entire stay, no mare care fees shall apply.  If the Mare owner wishes the mare to be stalled during her stay, the mare owner must provide enough shavings for the mare during her stay.  If the Mare owner provides nothing there will be a $10 per day fee for paddock boarded mares and a $20 per day fee for stalled mares.

16. Contract: the laws of the State of North Carolina govern this contract. It is agreed this document is binding and will stand in a court of law.  If any portion of this contract is found to be unenforceable in a court of law, that decision will not affect any other portion of this contract that is enforceable.  Any additional addendums signed by both parties become part of this contract.  It is understood that all accounts are due and payable in Cumberland County, North Carolina, in U.S. Dollars. This contract is not valid unless completed in full. When Mare Owner signs and returns contract and booking fee to Breeder, Breeder will notify mare owner within 10 days of approval. Upon notification, it will become a binding contract on both parties, subject to the above terms and conditions.
