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BOARDING CONTRACT & WAIVER

Triple B Horses will provide monthly basic standard care as follows: open paddock access, a morning & an evening ration of a pelleted / or grain type feed, access to hay & water. There will be an extra charge if the boarder’s horse (s) requires special care or special feed other than what is listed as our basic standard care. The agreement will begin on ________________________ and end upon the two week written notice agreed to by both parties involved.  This agreement is for a standard sized horse of 15 hands, any horse larger, could be at an extra charge.
By initialing here you have read & understand the paragraph (s) above. ____________

The boarding fee shall be $175.00 a month per single horse (additional fees for larger breeds or sizes may apply, during the months of December, January, February & March the boarding fee will increase an additional $25.00 to cover the cost of extra hay fed during this time period) and is due no later than the 5th day of each month.  There is a $25.00 late charge for boarding fees paid after the 5th of the month.  Please note that the cost of boarding may increase due to the unstable fuel market and you will be notified 10 days in advance of a price change.  New boarders are required to pay $350.00 to Triple B Horses upon the signing of this contract.  Included in this amount is the first month’s boarding fee, a non refundable fee of $88.00, & when you give your written two week notice, the remainder of this fee covers that period of time.  There are NO BOARDING REFUNDS.  Once you give a two week written notice you can remove your horse at that time or any time during the two weeks.  After the two weeks if your horse is still on our property there will be a $15.00 a day charge.  The boarder is responsible for paying for any services, other than basic standard care, directly to the provider.  If you default on your monthly boarding fees you need to arrange with the owner of Triple B Horses, before the 5th day past the due date, in writing, a payment schedule or other type of arrangement to satisfy the debt owed to Triple B Horses.  Under no circumstances shall the horse (s) be removed from the property until all charges & past due balances are paid in full. If no arrangements have been made you are hereby notified that Triple B Horses may assert and exercise a right of lien, as provided for by the laws of the state of North Carolina, for any amount due to Triple B Horses for the board and keep of the horse (s), any legal fees incurred and also for any other storage and or other charges that are due and you agree that Triple B Horses shall have this right without the due process of law to attach said lien to your horse and after TWO (2) WEEKS of non-payment or partial payments that Triple B Horses has the right to confiscate, sell or to take possession of your horse (s) including registration papers to recover the loss that is due to Triple B Horses.  Your horse will be held until payment in full has been received by Triple B Horses for one month only, after that, your horse will be sold for the amount or above, what is owed to Triple B Horses.   

The staff at Triple B Horses, provides basic standard care. However, the boarder will remain fully responsible for the health/safety/welfare of the horse, and Triple B Horses and its staff specifically disclaim any liability for all accidents, illness, natural disasters, criminal acts & neglect committed by others, including acts of God & Nature, etc. The boarder will keep equipment picked up and be responsible for any grooming & work of the horse other than the exercise the horse receives in the paddock.  Any training services not contracted through Triple B Horses will not be permitted on our property.  Triple B Horses is not affiliated with any trainers, breeders, vets, or farriers.

                      Triple B Horses   

We will not ride, exercise or remove the horse from a paddock except to rotate to another paddock or for grazing, maintenance visits, to physically inspect a wound or issue, & or to clean the paddock.

The release of liability form, which is to be kept current, must be signed before your horse may be boarded at our facility.  Any guests, farriers/vets, family members and or guardians of family members upon arrival must also sign this form for our facility.  This form must be signed and on file before you are to use our property for riding or training.  These forms are available in the public storage area. The boarder and the horse (s) may use the property for horse related activities, our round pen, our riding arena as well as the surrounding areas for riding providing they respect the local farmers and landowners in the area and DO NOT RIDE THROUGH THE PLANTED FIELDS.   You may ride around the edges of the fields and along the dirt paths, even into a pond. The boarder will provide notice before riding, for your safety only, and will be restricted from certain areas during Hunting Seasons, the exception being Sunday, No Hunting Allowed, all this is in effect upon the liability form being signed and returned to the Triple B Horses owners.

Horse Training and Riding Lessons (with your horse), may be contracted directly with James or AJ Bunce of Triple B Horses and invoices for these services will be paid directly to them and invoiced separately from the monthly boarding fee.

The horse (s) owners will provide, in advance, a current coggins, all vaccination certificates and other veterinarian records to satisfy Triple B Horses.  Triple B Horses reserves the right to reject or terminate services if the boarder’s horse (s) has contagious illnesses, deemed by the owners of Triple B Horses to be dangerous to the staff or other animals on site and exhibits or develops serious behavioral problems.  Our vaccination / worming schedules are outlined in the facility rules which will be provided to you upon your signed agreement to board with Triple B Horses and a deworming dose will be administered upon your horses arrival to our facility the cost will be added to your first month’s invoice.  Upon signing the contract for boarding you will be asked to complete the Emergency Protocol Form which will designate your wishes on how to proceed in any type of emergency.

Please note that Triple B Horses provides BASIC STANDARD CARE, if you work your horse excessively, or contract off site training sources, your horse could possibly require more than a standard basic care regimen.  The harder your horse is worked the more calories your horse will need.  If your horse begins to lose weight it will be up to you to provide & purchase those extra needed calories throughout the extra work period or training sessions of your horse’s life.
Triple B Horses offers horse transport if needed at an extra charge, or worked into a boarding fee.

NEVER RIDE THROUGH THE HAY FIELDS (looks like grass) There are miles of trails surrounding the triple b facility, have fun but remember you are riding at your own RISK!

Exercise your horse in the areas that were designated to you by james.  NO bathing of your horse is allowed without express permission & under no circumstances are you to hose off your horse without a triple b staff member present or prior permission.  If your horse gets away from you he/she might run through fences, thus releasing every other horse on the property...& you will be held FINANCIALLY RESPONSIBLE
Do not feed your horse, that is what we do and overfeeding can kill.  Do not administer any medicines, wormers or any other types of materials, including treats, without informing a triple b staff member, your horse’s life could be in jeopardy if they have a reaction to something you gave and we have no knowledge, we cannot let the vet know...
